The Etiquette of E-Mail 

The first thing to remember about e-mail is that just because you can send 
an e-mail doesn’t mean you always should.  The more formal the 
communication, the more appropriate it is to use postal mail rather than 
e-mail.  A good test of whether it’s acceptable to e-mail an invitation or 
other communication is to ask yourself if you’d feel comfortable extending 
the same invitation over the phone.  If the answer is yes, then e-mail away.
